CARAVAN SITES AND CONTROL OF DEVELOPMENT ACT, 1960

SITE CONDITIONS

SINGLE RESIDENTIAL CARAVAN SITES

1.
LAYOUT


(a)
The caravan shall be not less than 3 metres (10 feet) from any carriageway


(b)
The number of caravans permitted to be stationed on the site shall not exceed one residential caravan and shall be sited in accordance with the plan submitted to the Licensing Authority.  No new caravan shall be brought onto the site without the express approval of the Licensing Authority.

2.
ROADS AND FOOTPATHS


The caravan standing or toilet structure shall be not more than 45 metres (150 feet) from a road.  The standing or toilet structure shall be connected to a carriageway by a footpath with a hard surface.  Carriageways shall be not less than 2.75 metres (9 feet) wide.  Footpaths are not to be less than 0.75 metres (2 feet 6 inches) wide.

3.
HARD STANDING


The caravan shall stand on a hard standing constructed of concrete, concrete block slabs or of other equally suitable material which shall extend over the whole area occupied by the caravan placed upon it and shall project not less than 1 metre (3 feet) outwards from the entrance or entrances of the caravan.


The hard standing shall be of adequate strength and be properly drained: it shall be approved by and constructed to the satisfaction of the Council.

4.
FIRE PRECAUTIONS


(a)
There shall be provided either:-



(i)
a 9 litre capacity water type extinguisher outside the caravan,



OR



(ii)
a 4.5 litre capacity water type or 1kg dry powder type extinguisher placed in a prominent position inside the caravan near the doorway.


(b)
No highly inflammable materials or liquids other than those being used for heating and lighting shall be left or stored in or on the caravan or any part of the caravan standing.  Space under the caravan shall not be used for the storage of any materials which contribute to a fire hazard.


(c)
Fire Hazards



(i)
The Licensee shall keep grass and undergrowth short at the site area so as to prevent it becoming a fire hazard.  Any such cuttings shall be removed from the vicinity of the caravan.



(ii)
Cylinders for the storage of LPG for the caravan shall be stored outside the caravan.

5.
WATER SUPPLY


(a)
The site shall be provided with a water supply complying with all requirements of the Water Authority.


(b)
The caravan standing shall be provided with a piped water supply, to which the caravan shall be properly connected internally.

6.
DRAINAGE, SANITATION AND WASHING FACILITIES


(a)
Satisfactory provision shall be made for foul drainage either by connection to a public sewer or by discharge to a properly constructed septic tank or cesspool at least 30 metres (100 feet) from any dwelling or caravan, with satisfactory, adequate and assured means of disposal of contents


(b)
The caravan standing shall be provided with a trapped gully connected to the foul drainage system and the caravan connected thereto; the connection shall be made air tight when not in use.


(c)
There shall be adequate surface water drainage for carriageways, footways and paved areas and for the site generally.

7.
REFUSE DISPOSAL


(a)
The caravan shall have an approved refuse receptacle with a close fitting lid, maintained in a satisfactory condition: arrangements shall be made for the receptacle to be emptied regularly.


(b)
No refuse shall be allowed to accumulate at any point on the site, including the caravan surrounds.  In this condition refuse includes derelict vehicles and discarded household items.

8.
STORAGE SPACE


At least 3 square metres (30 square feet) of covered storage space shall be provided for the caravan standing.  The structure shall be separated from the caravan it serves.

9.
ELECTRICITY SUPPLY


(a)
Any electrical distribution and installation on the site must conform with the current edition of the Institute of Electrical Engineers’ Rules and Regulations.


(b)
In particular, all overhead cables shall be so positioned and supported as to be clear of any vehicles using the site and out of reach of persons.


(c)
If the caravan has electricity installed it shall be equipped with its own earth leakage circuit breaker.

10.
GENERAL

(a)
The site shall be restricted to that for which a current planning permission is held.

(b)
The site occupier shall be responsible for ensuring that the caravan is used solely for residential purposes, that the caravan is kept in good habitable repair, for preventing the use of the caravan if unfit for human habitation, for preventing and abating overcrowding of the caravan, for the provision and maintenance of all facilities required by the conditions for the licence and for notifying the licensing authority of any change which could affect the continuance of the licence or the conditions attached to it.

(c)
All the conditions of the licence shall be complied with within     months of the date of the licence.

(d)
No structures, other than those required for compliance with the site licence conditions, shall be erected on the site without the express approval of the Licensing Authority.
