In accordance with Section 16 of the Electoral Administration Act 2006, South Staffordshire District Council gives Notice that a Review of polling districts and polling places within the Constituency is to be carried out.

The consultation period will commence on 1st August and needs to be completed in sufficient time to enable the Electoral Services Section to make any alterations necessary to the register of electors when it is next fully revised on the 1st of December 2007. Therefore, all comments should reach us by the 10th September 2007.  A revised polling scheme will then be presented to the Council’s Regulatory Committee on 16th October 2007. 

The Acting Returning Officer for the South Staffordshire Constituency will be consulted on the existing arrangements. Representations will be invited from other relevant sources such as elected members, local political parties and the general public, as well as from organisations that have expertise in relation to access to premises for people with different forms of disability.
