MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS OF 26th JANUARY 2011
The Minutes of the meeting held on 26th January 2011 were approved and were signed by the Chairman as a true record of the proceedings at that meeting.

4.
MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING

4.1 - FP24 – Stile being blocked by electric tape and plastic poles.  Reported 20th January 2011, and we would presume that it is now cleared of the obstruction. 

4.2 - Clerk wrote to Mr Evans, White Hill Farm to ask permission to change stiles for kissing gates on 28th February 2011.  But had since learnt that he is only a tenant farmer, so she has now written to Enville Estates to ask for permission. No response yet received.

4.3 - FP 0.86 reported for signs with dog running loose as being off putting to walkers.  No further comments received on this item.
4.4 - FP16 Finger post has been erected at the White Hill end of the path, this was noted.
4.5 - FP72 Ranger has visited site and arranged for the land owner to install to 2 new stiles of the correct size, the County to supply the stiles FOC. This was noted.
4.6 – No - Cycling discs
It was noted that the plastic style of discs are being removed from paths around the Parish quite easily, therefore it was Resolved that the Clerk ask the County Council to supply an alternative disc made of more substantial material.
5. COMMUNITY PATHS BID 2010/11

Dr Collins has printed a final copy of the maps requested and the locations are below:-

Board 1 – Location – Hyde House, Hyde Lock – Information on the tramway and the Iron Works

Board 2 – Location – FP23 along the path through the horse field – Information on Bethany House

Board 3 – Location – FP23 by Hyde Cottages – Information on the Spade Works

Board 4 – The Vine Inn – Information on the Canal and local mills

The above locations were agreed, and Mr David Tibbetts agreed to colour in 2 of the black and white maps to show more clearly water etc.  The Clerk when they are returned will get the information laminated (with a tinted laminate if possible) and the boards will be erected.

The new radar gates have now been received and will be installed shortly.

It was noted that a small reception would be nice to thank those that have helped with the path when all the work is completed.

6.
MEMBERS REPORTS


The following reports were made:-

6.1 FP 83 – The Wilderness, the paths are very difficult to walk due to the boggy-ness of the ground and the number of felled trees obstructing the footpath.  It was agreed that the Clerk would report this to the land owner / County.
6.2 Church Hill – the small footpath leading up Church Hill needs to be cleared of leaves and also over hanging branches from the gardens.  The Clerk to report this matter to Clarence (County Council).

DIFFERENCES ON FOOTPATHS – J GLOVER TO REPORT
Mr David Tibbetts reported that following Me Glover highlighting differences in the Definitive maps to the maps prepared by the Civic Society, the maps are being altered by Mr Tibbetts to suite the definitive maps.
8.
COMMUNITY PATHS BID 2011/12


It had been agreed that if  the Clerk receives an application for the above for 2011/12 before this meeting, that she would submit a request for improving the footpath 23, the end between the 2 kissing gates closest to the Marsh Playing Fields and the end that runs from the last kissing gate through to the edge of the fence on the Hyde Bridlepath.  As the deadline is the 30th April, she brought it to the members to look at before it is sent in.

The estimated cost for stoning the path is £3500.  It was agreed that the Clerk should submit this bid to the County with the costs being shown as a total of £3500 but with the 2 areas identified with their individual costs.
9.
RIGHTS OF WAY IMPROVEMENT PLAN



Previous minute:-

A response has been received from the County Council re the above, and was circulated to all members with their agenda papers. The County will look at any applications, if the Parish Council would be willing to get the landowners permission for the proposed routes.  The Committee agreed to write to the County and inform them that the Committee will discuss this matter further at its April meeting as the proposed routes of 2004 may need to be altered slightly.  Councillor DM Wiseman offered to liase with Mr Tibbetts and help him on this matter

The Clerk approached Mr Tibbetts with all of this information, and he asked that it be brought back to the meeting to be discussed.  Members felt that it would be a very difficult process to start upon, and it would mean that members would have to do all of the leg work in getting the land owners permissions to open these paths and then try to get funding to make the paths suitable for horses.  It was agreed that this should not be pursued any further.
