DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Councillors Mrs R Davis and Mrs L Hingley declared a non prejudicial interest in relation to Daneford and Jubilee Gardens as being in the conservation area.
53.
MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETINGS
The Minutes of the meeting held on 2nd March 2011, having been circulated in advance of the current meeting, were approved and signed as a true record of the proceedings at that meeting with the following additional line to be added:-
Item 41 end of the first full paragraph 

“These were suggestions put forward to the Recreation and Environment meeting.”

54.
MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

54.1.
Sign on junction of Hyde Lane and A458
Response re above from the County:-

The Clerk wrote back again to the County Council, they responded by saying that:-

“Thanks for the information; however my previous comments remain regarding the sign. The visibility has been reviewed at the required distances back from the junction and at different eye heights.  The 2 photographs puzzled me as the first shows visibility for oncoming traffic and the second appears to be zoomed in, could you clarify please?”

She asked Councillor Hadlington to Clarify and he emailed the following response, which has been noted by the County:-

“It is clear Andy is easily confused.  My photos show real life, pics taken from inside a vehicle, i.e. drivers view not a pedestrian’s view at 2 given points.  In other vehicles such as lorries or big 4x4, and worse tractors, the view is more obscured.  The sign needs moving away from the road side.  This project was set up to help improve road safety on this road.  This sign makes it far worse.  Get in the real world in a pick up or 4x4 at this junction and that is what you see from pics, not much but a sign obscuring the view.  Token distances from a book do not give the reality of this now dangerously sited sign.”
The County responded by saying that they noted Mr Hadlington’s comments.

Councillor BR Edwards had emailed the County Council’s project engineer that sited the sign to review it.  Members thanked Cllr BR Edwards for taking the time to look at this situation.
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54.2.
Brown Farm Shop Signs on A458
The sign has been re-sited following a request to County from Councillor BR Edwards. This was noted and thanks were expressed again to Cllr BR Edwards for his help on this matter.
54.3.
High Street parking enforcement
The yellow lines etc in the High Street can formally be enforced as soon as the signage in place. This was noted.

54.4.
Mrs Barbara Owen re Public Participation from the March meeting.
Mrs Barbara Owen asked that the notes that she read out at the meeting be distributed to all members. She would like a formal answer on the room hire issue for the FKOS Group.

The Chairman wrote to Mrs Owen on the 21st September 2009, on this very subject.  She has sent a copy of her original letter to Mrs Owen again with an update on the situation, and responded further to Mrs Owen giving her the information on past minutes as she requested. It is clear from the minutes that clarification is needed, and this should be an agenda item for June.
This was agreed.

55.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION


Standing Orders were raised to enable members of the public present to speak.


Mr K Graham addressed the Council on the following items:-

He had noted in the Council minutes that on major decisions there was not a named vote. The Clerk clarified
that unless a named vote is requested before the vote is taken, names are not recorded.

He then asked members to state how they voted for these major events in the High Street, so members of the public would know this information before for the elections next month.

Members expressed concern that no-one could remember how they voted over 3 years: some may have supported elements of the High Street others not.  Very few of the items put forward were for Council approval as they were presented to the meetings by the District and the County Council as items that were not really negotiable; so comments and suggestions were made.


Cllr HH Williams stated the main basis that the Council had moved forward with the project was on the facts that were presented to the Council following the consultation in the High Street, which indicated that 70% of the parish supported the scheme. This is why Council went along with it. He was also concerned that nothing had been done to ease the delivery problem at the supermarkets. Parish Council had been informed that Highways intended to contact the owner of the car parks behind the supermarkets in the expectation of coming to arrangement to open them up so that off road  deliveries could take place.

The Parish Council had very limited input into the scheme as it was presented as an overall plan and only minor amendments could be made.  Members supported the scheme as it was an improvement on what was in place, broken paving slabs, patched tarmac and pot holes and the concerns about the humps which had been on-going issues for many years.
            The Chairman clarified that it was 70% of residents who had attended and responded to the two consultation days that was taken as an indication of the dissatisfaction with the existing traffic calming and the state of the pavements.  Also Parish Council had been sceptical about negotiations with the owners of the supermarket which has proved to be well founded.


JK Hall arrived during this item.

Standing orders were reinstated.

It is normal Council procedure for any unspent funds from the budget at year end to be put into a reserve account for future projects.
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If members wished to accept the second highest tender of £44603.46, the additional sum of £3835.46, would have to be funded from another reserve account such as the Christian Action fund which has a balance of £10172.45.

Some members expressed concern that the cost of the plans was not understood at the previous meeting and it was felt that the scheme should be reviewed.   It was suggested that the tenders should be split: one for Daneford and one for Jubilee. The Clerk informed members that the existing tenders had been sent out as one contract, not to be let as two jobs. Therefore the tenderers would have to be contacted and asked to re-tender again for the separate contracts.

From the March meeting, the Clerk had authority to obtain tenders for the works for members to discuss. That is all that was agreed up to this point.  The tenders are presented as above by the Clerk.

Concern was expressed over using remaining funds from the budget of 2010/11.  The budgets are set six months before the financial year starts. Expected costs are built into the budget such as salary increases which normally take place, in November 2009. The Council would not have known that salaries would be frozen for this year, hence an under-spend occurs.  All balances left from the Council year are put into an account for future projects of the Council, the Council has saved £25089.48 towards this project over the past 3 years and this level of costs was anticipated.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs ED Ray and seconded by Councillor Mrs J Barlow that the contracts be looked at as tendered with black tarmac.


On a vote this was carried with 9 votes for and 1 abstention.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs ED Ray and seconded by Cllr Mrs L Hingley that the contract for the works to the gardens be let as one and awarded to Tender 2.
A further motion was proposed by Councillor H Hadlington and seconded by Councillor JK Hall,that  the tenders above are not accepted, but  the contractors  are asked to re-quote  for the  two gardens as independent contracts.


On a vote this failed as there were 2 votes for and 8 against.

Therefore the original motion was then put to the vote that the contract for the works to the gardens be let as one and awarded to Tender 2.


On a vote this was carried with 8 votes for and 2 against.

In addition to the above information, the Clerk referred to her report concerning requests received from the Country Fayre organisers. They have asked for use of the two gardens, access to the bridge across the driveway and permission to erect a temporary fence along the river’s edge during the Fayre day on June 19th.. These requests obviously impact on the start date for the planned refurbishment.
 In order to avoid potential problems, the contract could be let now, and the start date could be delayed to allow for the gardens to be used by the Country Fayre (as they always have been in past years). The start of the refurbishment could be set for the 20th June or as close to that date as possible. In anticipation that members may wish to do this, the Clerk contacted the lowest price tenderer to ask if there would be any penalty or issue to delay the works until June and she was informed that there would not be a problem.
It was proposed by Councillor D Light and seconded Councillor Mrs M Rogers that the start of the contract is delayed until after the Country Fayre on the 19th June 2011.
On a vote this was carried with 9 votes for and 1 abstention.

Concern was expressed that this may not be the best time for the planting, so it was Resolved that the Clerk contact the contractor and discuss the options for the planting before the contract is started to seek their advice on this matter.
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It was noted that 2 members of the public had written in to the Council (copies circulated to members) stating concerns about the dangers of removing the fence from along the river bank, as the bank is unstable due to animals burrowing into it. This would be a particular danger to young children.  It was noted that these letters reflected comments made by Councillors Mrs R Davis and Mrs J Barlow at the Environment and Recreation meeting.
Some members had spoken with members of the public relating to the removal of the fence and had met with some concern over the dangers of children falling into the water on their way to and from school. Those spoken to were not given the full brief of what was planned in place of the fence.

Members then took the recommendation from the Environment and Recreation Committee that:-
the fence on the edge of the river banks for both gardens on the plans prepared by Mr Gaskin is not installed and that suitable demarcation should take its place.
On a vote this motion failed as there were 2 votes for, 7 against and 1 abstention.

Therefore the fence will be installed as drawn on the plans as a double rail, 70cm in height.
Other items that need to be resolved such as warning signs, notice board and a new directional sign for the activities at Legion Drive would be funded from the contingency budget line in the tender (this is already included in the total price of the contract).  It was agreed that these items (and any other items that need amending) should be discussed fully. It was agreed that the Environment and Recreation Committee  meeting to be held on the 25th May  should look at the options and make a recommendation to the 1st June Parish Council meeting. This is still before the contract start date.
On a vote this was carried with 9 votes for and 1 abstention.

Any members wishing to come to this meeting should do so, along with any ideas.
The Clerk has invited Graham Gaskin to the meeting on the 25th May so that he can answer any queries, and discus items of concern raised by councillors.
It was noted that Kinver Colts and other users of the car park area, should be warned when the works (especially the driveway) are planned as there will not be access for a few days whilst the tarmac is laid.  There will be no car parking throughout the works as the car park area is to have stones laid on it, new kerbs and edges laid.  The area to the right will also need to have all cars removed so as the fencing and bollards can be installed.  The District Council should also be notified start date of the works so as to inform the grass cutters.
57.
PARISH MAINTENANCE AGREEMENTS

The draft Parish Maintenance agreement is attached as appendix 1 to these minutes.
The Clerk has written to the County to ask for clarification as below:-
“Thanks for the info, I can see there being issues on the proposed agreement re clearing of debris / leaves from the highway and the gullies.  I think that would be too big a task for us to take on.
 

We already maintain and install all of the County Council stiles, kissing gates and finger posts on the ROW footpaths and keep the footpaths walk able by strimming them back every season when required.
 

This is not included, can it be added and the drainage items removed. Also what sort of re-imbursement would we be likely to receive?”
No further information has been received so this item will be deferred until the June Parish Council meeting. It was suggested that, if possible, Cllr BR Edwards is asked to find out any further information on this issue.
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58.
HIGH STREET LAYOUT – H WILLIAMS
Councillor HH Williams reported  that although the High Street refurbishment is still not completed, there are still fundamental issues that the Council has raised before with the County that are not working:-
· Traffic is frequently backed up on the island at Stone Lane as a result of the pinch point being so close to the junction, particularly at rush hour and school times. This was raised before the start of the works to the High Street when the plans were first brought to Council.
· The entrance to the Berkeley car park has been modified, the other two (the Acre and White Harte) also need reviewing as they are very narrow and access on to and off the car parks is difficult.

· The congestion caused by delivery lorries and buses by the Co-Op and Spar has a serious effect on the traffic flow and often causes congestion, as cars cannot get through the High Street.

· Recently a fire engine was stuck in the High Street for 8 minutes because of this type of situation.

It was agreed by all members that these are issues that have been raised since day one of the project, and have yet to be addressed. It was Resolved that a special meeting be arranged in September with the County Council to raise these and other outstanding issues.   

In order to find out how the general public feel about the High Street, it was suggested that written comments could be requested, to be received at the parish council offices by mid-August. This could be advertised through the July CA Newssheet, Kinver Online and on notice boards as this would reach as many residents as possible.   The wording of the advertisement will be discussed as an agenda item at the June meeting.
59.
COUNTY / DISTRICT COUNCILLORS TO ADDRESS THE COUNCIL ON ANY MATTERS RELEVANT TO THE PARISH

Councillor Mrs ED Ray reported that an appeal for the wind turbines had been submitted. The Clerk informed members that this is on the agenda for the next planning meeting.
Enforcement action is continuing re the British Legion site, and the owners have been informed that they must make the building secure and submit a full planning application within a set time frame.

60.
REPORT OF THE CHAIRMAN
The report of the Chairman is attached as appendix 2 to these minutes. However in the light of recent information, she added the following:
It is now no secret which serving councillors will not be sitting on the next council. Thanks are therefore due to Cllr Mrs Sally Harris and Cllr Robert Simmons for their valuable contribution during their term of office in this council. Additionally two long standing councillors have not sought re-election. Cllr J Gosling has served for very many years and has given conscientious service on council and its various committees, especially Planning, Finance and Recreation and Environment. Cllr Mrs J Barlow has also served diligently on council and on most if not all committees for the past 16 years. She has been particularly committed to the Burial Ground, and Planning and Development Committees.  Between them, they have a wealth of experience that will be very difficult to replace. We thank them for the time and effort that they have  given to serving the community on Parish Council and we wish them well in what is, I suppose, a second retirement…

CLERK’S REPORT
The Clerk reported on the following matters –

61.1.
Kinver Country Fayre

The Country Fayre organisers have written to update members on the Country Fayre and seek permission for the following:-
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“JUBILEE GARDENS

You say that you expect / hope the improvement works to be completed by the date of the Fayre.

Can you confirm the PC’s approval of the use of this area by the Country Fayre please? 

We have two specific attractions arranged for the children that need to be located in a shaded area.
1 Donkey Rides – The operator hopes to bring a string of 6 animals

2 Alpaca’s – see attached – A lady brings along up to 6 alpaca’s that need to be shaded.

They are of course held in a secure enclosure.

They are a major draw for the kiddies. 

She also sells the most beautiful scarves & accessories

You mentioned that the project DOES NOT INCLUDE fencing off the rear of the site on the riverbank but that the boundary will be clearly delineated.

In the absence of fencing would it be possible for the Country Fayre to erect temporary fencing from a Health & Safety point of view, at OUR cost of course.

As an aside of that. I mentioned the provision of a Lift Belt Point in this area. Might be worth considering don’t you think?. It’ll probably be nicked but at least the PC can be seen to have thought about it. 

LAND ADACENT TO RIVERSIDE COURT

It is understood that nobody claims ownership of this land for obvious reasons, however I understand that part of the project includes the provision of secure post & rail fencing of the riverside.

THE CLOCK SHELTER

We will be having two Public Address systems. One for the meadows and one for the High Street.  Can you confirm that it will be in order to use the Power Supply in the Clock Shelter please?”
Agreement was given for the organisers to use the gardens as in previous years under item 56.


Members agreed that the Country Fayre could use the power supply in the Clock Shelter as required.

Grass cutting by the District Council
The cost for this seasons grass cutting for the areas owned by Kinver Parish Council will be £750.59, this is the full 100% cost therefore for the year we will have this reduced by 66% to £255.20 + 18% administration cost and VAT.


This was noted.

The District Council have asked if the Parish Council are able to support the scheme this year.  In light of poor figures of attendance from last year, members had indicated that this may not be value for money to run the scheme again. INTERPRETATION

In this Agreement the following expressions shall have the following meanings:-

1.1
“The County”


shall mean Staffordshire County Council


“The Parish”


shall mean Kinver Parish Council


“Highway Maintenance”
shall comprise the particular minor Highway 






Maintenance work specified in the Schedule, 






Part 2


“Highways”


shall comprise the highways specified in the 






Schedule, Part 1


“Undertaker”


shall mean any person or body who has a 






statutory right to work or place apparatus in the 






highway or has been given a licence to do so


“Financial Year”

shall mean from 1 April in any year to 31 March in 






the next year


“Nominated Task”

shall mean a task agreed in writing between the 






County and the Parish to be carried out or 






arranged to be carried out in one financial year at 






a cost agreed and funded by the County.

2.
PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT

2.1
The County as the local Highway Authority is desirous of minor Highway Maintenance work being carried out by the Parish to meet the requirements of both the County and the Parish.

2.2
The Parish are desirous of carrying out minor Highway Maintenance work within their Parish.

2.3
This Agreement is entered to provide the terms under which that Highway Maintenance work shall be carried out through the powers of the County and the Parish to do so under Section19 Local Government Act 2000 and all other enabling powers.

3.
DURATION OF THIS AGREEMENT

3.1
This Agreement shall commence on the first day of April 200[ ] and shall continue until either party gives notice under the Agreement to determine it.

3.2
Both the County and the Parish shall have the right to determine this Agreement on giving three months’ written notice to the other party.

4.
HIGHWAY MAINTENANCE

4.1
The Parish shall with due care carry out or arrange to carry out and comply with the materials and standards approved by the County:-


(a)
the Highway Maintenance on the Highways to at least the minimum 



level of frequency specified in the Schedule Part 2, and or,


(b)
any Nominated Task.

4.2
The Parish shall comply with current Health and Safety at Work Legislation at all times in carrying out the Highway Maintenance.

4.3
The Parish in carrying out the Highway Maintenance shall not impede the passage of vehicles except to the extent that it is necessary to do so and shall safeguard the passage of pedestrians and shall use signs and cones when necessary for the guidance and protection of the public and to comply with the standards of the County including any Code of Practice issued by the County to the Parish.

4.4
The Parish shall liaise with the County’s Community Highway Liaison Manager who shall be responsible for informing the Undertakers to avoid conflicts between different work being carried out on the public highway.

5.
INDEMNITY AND INSURANCE

5.1
The Parish shall indemnify the County against all claims arising out of the Highway Maintenance undertaken or to be undertaken by the Parish under this Agreement except to the extent that the claim arose out of the act or omission of the County.

5.2
The Parish shall maintain an insurance policy with a reputable insurance company to provide cover against any claim arising out of the indemnity in clause 5.1 to a minimum level cover of £5,000,000.

6.
PAYMENT

6.1
The County shall notify the Parish of the level of financial allocation for each Financial Year for the Highway Maintenance prior to the start of that Financial Year.

6.2
The County shall make payment in two payments the first payment on the first 

working day in July and the second payment shall be made in arrears following certification of the work by the Parish and any checking by the County of the work carried out.

6.3
The County shall make payment for a Nominated Task following both completion of the work for the Nominated Task and submission of the invoice for it to the Community Highway Liaison Manager.

7.
COUNTY SUPERVISION AND GUIDANCE

7.1
The County shall provide guidance on the Highway Maintenance work and the manner in which it shall be carried out as necessary.

7.2
The County shall on occasions inspect the Highway Maintenance and give supervisory advice, if necessary.

8.
VARIATION

8.1
The County and the Parish reserve the right at any time to agree to vary the terms of this Agreement.

Chairman’s Report April 2011

Burial Ground Superintendent

As requested by council, I arranged to meet the superintendent on 21st March 2011 to discuss the decision made by council at the March meeting. It was agreed to terminate his retainer after three months’ notice as stated in his contract. This will therefore terminate on 30th June 2011. Subsequently, I sent an official letter, on behalf of council to this effect, and expressed gratitude for his hard work during the years that he has been superintendent. I have received acknowledgement of this arrangement from him. He also indicates that he is more than willing to explain all procedures to the clerk and Mrs Fullwood to ensure a smooth transfer of responsibility.

High Street Update

1 PCT negotiations are still on going.

2 Cycle racks are expected to be installed between 8th-15th April.

3 Noticeboards are ordered and benches are still being worked on… no dates yet for installation.

4 It is intended to have some carving work on the “stones” once the 20mph zone information has been put on.

5 There has been a delay with the 20mph faces as the original supplier has gone into liquidation. This has also delayed the parking signs. The waiting restriction order is now valid and will be enforceable as soon as the signs are in place.

6   Highways/District is still waiting for E-on to sort the installation of the new white light bulbs that should improve the level of lighting along the High Street.

7 Hayden Baugh Jones and Dave Powell have monitored traffic movements in the street from the CCTV control room and in particular at times of heavy school related traffic and rush hour. They observed the following:
Whilst some congestion is caused by vehicles delivering to the Spar and Co-Op, traffic is not held up for longer than three or four minutes. At other times traffic flow is very smooth. It is clear from observations on the CCTV footage, that there are a number of extremely impatient drivers, mounting pavements and not thinking ahead.

It is also clear that the vast majority of on-street parking spaces are used most of the time and there is a good flow in terms of vehicles parking, leaving, and other vehicles taking their place. In addition vehicles are using the off-street car parks. Therefore, it cannot be said (as it has been) that no-one is coming into the High Street.
 Finally, this may be of interest to some…..While in Australia, I had lunch with the Mayor of Byron Shire… this is the equivalent of Parish Councils  and SS District Council combined. They have only 9 elected members for the administration of the shire… It was interesting and reassuring that the main issues that face them are the same as we face here: protection against inappropriate development, anti-social behaviour, and provision of affordable housing. They are also overruled by the State on some issues, just as we are by District and County Council. They recently fought against the location of a large supermarket on the edge of Mullumbimby (similar to Kinver) on the grounds that it would decimate the local small businesses … however it was approved by the State Government. It is in the process of being built to the dismay of most residents and local businesses and it remains to be seen if their fears are justified.

Drinks and sandwiches will be available at the Con Club after the meeting to celebrate the end of this council!
