MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

The following matters were reported:-

4.1 Woodside Comber Road, Kinver  

Copy of email from SSDC Planning office.

“Further to your recent enquiry concerning the above property.  My Colleague visited the site on Friday and the wall/piers are slightly over one metre in height.  As this structure technically still requires planning consent I have spoken with this matter with the Councils Solicitors and who agree with me that it would not be expedient to progress this matter further via prosecution proceedings.
Therefore I have requited the submission of a retrospective application to retain the walls in it current position and height, but if an application is not forthcoming then we will not pursue.  The occupants have been advised that any gates erected should not exceed one metre in height.

Recommend Refusal on the grounds that we feel that the 45 deg. angle for light into both neighbours is marginal. We consider the bulk and mass could be reduced by the use of a hipped roof and a reduction in the overall depth of the extension which would alleviate the light issue.

The kitchen window at 91 would be specifically affected and a similar situation would arise with  the  neighbour on the other side.
