  MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 9TH FEBRUARY 2011    

The minutes of the meeting held on 9TH February 2011   were approved and signed as a true record of that meeting.

MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES
4.1 Insurance Quotes.
The Clerk has received updated insurance quotes from Zurich for £3647.46 and AON (current insurer) for £5209.78.  The Parish Council gave delegated authority for the Clerk to insurer with the best deal, which will be Zurich.

4) The total amount of expenditure should be clearly shown on the accounts for payment for all sub heads as well as an overall total.

AUDIT REVIEW OF THE PETTY CASH FOR FEBRUARY AND MARCH   

The Petty cash sheets for the above months are attached as appendix 3 to these minutes. This was noted.
8.
REQUESTS FOR FINANCIAL SUPPORT EXTERNALLY:-

The Committee reviewed the requests individually:-

The Clerk circulated the application forms for members to look at and collected them back in after the meeting. The application form / letters are attached as appendix 4 to these minutes.
Kinver Football Club - £2000

It was noted that the Clerk had written to the football club to ask if they had insurance in place for the goal posts, and if they would be able to claim.  However they had not responded.  Therefore it was Resolved that the Clerk write again asking for this information and for copies of estimates for replacement goals.   The Clerk also to look at costings for such items.

SUSSED
In light of last years poor attendance figures for this programme, at the end of the Summer Council commented that they would be wary of undertaking this type of scheme again, as it was supposed to be self funding.  Members funded the first year at £1200, and takings would come off that figure and the balance would be available for future events.  The takings were circa £250.  There-fore the Committee Resolved to Recommend to the Council that as previously agreed this event would not be funded by the Parish Council for 2011 due to the poor attendances of the previous year as it had not proved to be value for money.
Councillor JK Hall left the meeting at this point.
Kinver Country Fayre £874
The Clerk showed members pictures of the proposed flags that were to be purchased for the above event.  Members discussed the possibilities of having more universal flags that could be used for other organisations and events in the future.  If this was possible the Parish Council would be able to purchase these items and keep them for use by the Council in the future.  
Councillor JK Hall returned to the meeting and confirmed that the flags had been ordered and he thought they had been delivered so changing the wording may not be an option now.  

He left the meeting again at that point.

Members discussed the other options available and it was proposed by Cllr MR Davies and seconded by Councillor Mr R Davis that a grant of £500 be given to the Country Fayre Committee to be used towards the general cost of the event.

On a vote this was carried with 5 for and 3 against.

Therefore the above recommendation will be put forward for consideration at the 18th May Parish Council meeting.
Councillor JK Hall returned to the meeting.

9.
ACCOUNTS FOR PAYMENT DELEGATED AUTHORITY GIVEN AT THE 6TH APRIL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING.
The accounts having been circulated were set out as appendix 5 to these minutes.  It was noted that a cheque for the transfer of funds for £17196.49 for the Gardens Project, Contingencies and Election expenses was also included with the cheques to be signed.
10.
THEFT OF URINALS FROM MEN’S TOILETS AT KINVER EDGE – TO LOOK AT THE COST OF REPAIR FOR RECOMMENDATION TO THE PARISH COUNCIL IN MAY.

On the 12th April the stainless steel urinal was stolen from the men’s toilet at Kinver Edge.  It was taken in broad daylight between 9.30am – 1.15pm.

The matter was reported to the police and a crime reference number obtained.  The Insurance Company were contacted and the following response has been received:-

“We write with reference to the above and thank you for reporting the theft of a urinal at Kinver Edge.

 

We have been advised by our underwriters, that although there is cover for the Urinals at Kinver Edge, there is no cover in force for this particular incident as the premises was not broken into in order for the thieves to have stolen the Urinal. 

 

As noted in the paragraph headed Exclusions, under the Property Damage section of your policy it states :

 

The Policy Exclusions apply to this Section and in addition it does not cover:
 

loss or damage due to Theft or any attempt theft unless it involves entry to or exit from any building or Self Contained Office at any location specified in the Schedule or from any private residence of any employee or Councillor used in connection with the Business by forcible and violent means.

 

We would say that as no force was used to gain entry into the public toilets, and the theft occurred without causing damage to the building, no cover would be offered in respect of this theft. 

 

We apologise that this is not the outcome that you would have hoped for. “


The Clerk has obtained quotations from 2 suppliers to replace the urinal and the costs are:-

£950 + VAT and £987 no VAT
The urinal was removed very carefully from the toilets and no damage was caused to the tiles or floor.  The pipes have been sealed off so the toilets were immediately re-opened once this had taken place.  The Council faces 2 choices, leave the toilets as they are without the urinal and users of the toilet can use the 2 cubicles available.  The alternative is to replace the urinal at the costs above.

Members discussed the comments made by the Insurance Company and requested that the Clerk write again to them explaining the nature of the building the theft took place from, in the fact that it could not be locked as it was a public access building.

It was Resolved to Recommend to the Parish Council that the urinal at this time is not replaced and is reviewed at a future time, if complaints are made about the toilets not having this facility.
