4.1 The site at Rocky Lane has been vacated by the travellers.


4.2 The Chairman reported that a Major Infrastructure Work Plan will be produced by the coalition government which could impact on Wolverhampton Airport (Page 8 paragraph 30). As a result of this, a Scoping Document is currently being prepared which will be available in March. Then, over the next 12 months, a draft document will be prepared for formal consultation.  The District Council have made its position very clear on any expansion of this site and they are expected to take a firm stance against any development on the site that is not within regulations.

The height of the proposed properties is intrusive and there are more plots on this application than previously. The access roads to this site are unsuitable for such a large development

Recommend Refusal on the grounds that the designs of the houses are out of keeping/character with all surrounding properties. The access proposed is through a narrow/winding cul-de-sac and is not suitable for 6 properties in this application making a total of 15 properties using this access. We urge that a site meeting is arranged to look at the current adjoining applications (60 and 62 Stone Lane) and the overall implications of the two applications together prior to a decision being made on either of these applications.

We have no objection to a replacement garage being constructed as long as it is of a similar size/height to the existing garage and on the same footprint as the original one.

It was agreed to defer any further discussion on the 2 main topics of this summit, i.e. allowing public speaking at Planning Meetings and that the planning committee  should add transport issues to its remit.
It was felt that the new Council should look at the above and decide the best course of action.
9.
HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY
The Clerk reported that she had spoken to Phil Hardy, the elections officer at the District Council to ask for his advice on pursuing matters of this nature so close to an election.  He thought it would be better to defer such a major decision until the new Council is elected in May. He did confirm that any projects that are underway or have been discussed for a long period of time should still be moved forward by this council.
The Chairman added that the members needed to look at all the implications associated with this item. By agreeing to move forward with such a survey the Council are agreeing to the use of Rural Exception Sites, as there is no development land in the village that could be used for affordable housing. This obviously impacts on Green Belt and will need to be debated at full council, before any decision on pursuing a housing survey is made.
In light of the above information, it was Resolved to Recommend to the Council that this matter be deferred until the new Council is elected in May.

Parish Summit November 12th 2010   Summary

Planning Workshop

Withdrawals Applicants are allowed to withdraw once and have the next application free of charge. After that they must pay again.

Regulatory Committee This only deals with 20% of applications, the remainder are delegated.

Site Visits are made on all applications… the aim is to visit location within two weeks of the application being received.

Permitted Development could result in substantial developments within the curtilage of large houses in Green Belt.

Material Considerations. These are difficult to determine and it is sometimes easier to indicate what they do not include, e.g. devaluation of property or competition from other businesses. It is hoped to produce some guidelines on this in the future.

Public Speaking. District has introduced public speaking at the Regulatory Committee which we were told is working well. Possible introduction at parish level?

Gypsies/ travellers. Hopefully new legislation will bring planning issues connected with these groups in line with other citizens. However planning is still under the old legislation although a recent white paper does help. Where they own the land, it is not trespass and retrospective applications can apply. District has adopted a policy on this as a guideline which should be helpful until the core strategy is finally adopted….The outcome from appeals seems to vary according to the inspector appointed.. Secretary of State for Communities (Pickles) has taken over two applications in the north of the county. He is very much in support of new regulations governing this issue.

Transport Workshop

Some parishes have a Transport Committee.  It was suggestion that if this is not the case, the Planning and Development Committee should be more aware of transport issues, and make it an active part of their remit.

There is awareness that an integrated approach is required to enable more isolated rural areas to access public transport. Enville was mentioned several times… Better communication of the transport that is available is needed, and a serious look at alternative solutions from the regular bus services to connect the more rural areas, e.g. Shropshire Link (a type of ring and ride)
