MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS OF 23RD JUNE 2010

The Minutes of the meeting held on 23rd June 2010 were approved and were signed by the Chairman as a true record of the proceedings at that meeting.

4.
MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING

4.1 – Circular footpaths
A response has been received from the County Council re the above, and was circulated to all members with their agenda papers.
The County will look at any applications, if the Parish Council would be willing to get the landowners permission for the proposed routes.

The Committee agreed to write to the County and inform them that the Committee will discuss this matter further at its April meeting as the proposed routes of 2004 may need to be altered slightly.
Councillor DM Wiseman offered to liase with Mr Tibbetts and help him on this matter.

4.2 - CROW Act
A response from Staffordshire County Council has been received from their solicitor relating to the cut off date for recording pre 1949 rights of way has yet to be confirmed at 2026.
This was noted and it was agreed to try to locate the previous known paths that were missing from the last Definitive Map.

4.3 FP16

The Rangers have marked FP16 more clearly, by the woods to show the Staffs Way.  It was unclear how the path was marked so it was Resolved that the Technicians walk the path and have a look to see if signage needs to be improved.  The Clerk also to try to locate the route of the Staffs Way as it passes through the Parish.
5. COMMUNITY PATHS BID 2010/11

Dr Collins was asked to look at proving some photographs for the boards as follows:-

Board 1 – Location – Hyde House, Hyde Lock – Information on the tramway and the Iron Works

Board 2 – Location – FP23 along the path through the horse field – Information on Bethany House

Board 3 – Location – FP23 by Hyde Cottages – Information on the Spade Works

Board 4 – The Vine Inn – Information on the Canal and local mills

The mock up sheets were shown to the Committee.  The Committee thanked Dr Collins for his work.  It was noted that there is needed another picture of the Iron Works, Councillor D Wiseman said he may have one.  Councillor DM Wiseman took the proofs home to read and comment on.
In addition the Clerk is still awaiting confirmation from Mr Brennan to allow the new radar gates to be moved slightly from their current locations as they are too wide (on either end of the path) to go back in exactly where they currently located. It was agreed that the Clerk write to Mr Brennan again, stating that if she does not hear from him with in 7 days of receipt of the letter, she will order the gates and take it that the locations are OK.
6.
MEMBERS REPORTS


The following reports were made:-

6.1 Mr Glover reported that he is looking at the Civic Societies walk leaflets, and checking they are accurate. He has found some discrepancies on the FP numbers in the area to the rear of the Acre Car Park / Church and also where paths are recoded as starting and finishing on John Greaves Smith’s map compared with the County records.  An up to date map of the Parish has been requested from County and Mr Glover will check all the path numbers and report back his findings to the next meeting.

6.2 It was noted that there are no pointers from the footpath that comes up at the top of White Hill towards Fp16 and vice versa.  It was Resolved to ask the County to install suitable finger posts to show the paths more clearly.

COMMUNITY PATHS BID 2011/12


It was agreed that if  the Clerk receives an application for the above for 2011/12, that she submits a request for improving the footpath 23, the end between the 2 kissing gates closest to the Marsh Playing Fields and the end that runs from the last kissing gate through to the edge of the fence on the Hyde Bridlepath.
