MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

The following matter was reported:-

4.1 Naming of the Public House conversion on Enville Road is advertised as Cedar Grange. Concern was expressed that this is too similar to Cedar Gardens, which is only a few metres up the road. Alternatives suggested were Cedar Court, Close or Mews which might avoid potential confusion...  It was agreed that the clerk write to the District Council and request that they consider a different name for the site as suggested above.
4.2 Wolverhampton Airport


The Chairman reported that one of the companies associated with Mar Properties has amassed large debts in London. It has a total deficit of £30m and owes its creditors £85m. This could have an effect on Mar Properties which at present owns the Airport.

This should be taken into account when deciding this application as we believe it to be inappropriate.

TO DISCUSS THE INCLUSION OF PUBLIC TRANSPORT RELATED ITEMS AS PART OF THIS COMMITTEE’S REMIT.
This item was also deferred until the new committee was assembled. Some Parish Councils have a separate public transport committee and others deal with it in the Planning and Development committee. At the moment this council have no specified forum for dealing with this issue.

Members discussed the reasons for possibly adding this to the Planning Committee remit as there is more time at planning to discuss and investigate matters. Also the Planning Committee meets most frequently and could therefore respond reasonably quickly to any issues raised.
