PLANNING DECISIONS REACHED BY SOUTH STAFFORDSHIRE DISTRICT COUNCIL

TO CONSIDER PLANNING TRAINING FROM S POXON AT SSDC, FOR 2/3 COUNCILLORS.
All members present expressed an interest in this training session, it was agreed that the Clerk put forward to Ms Poxon the request for all Councillors from the Planning Committee that would like to attend the training be considered.
8.
TO LOOK AT THE POSSIBLE REQUIREMENTS FOR THE HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY

Members at a previous meeting, deferred a decision on whether this survey should be undertaken, and it was agreed to raise the matter again when the new Committee had been elected.  
There were several concerns raised by members over any potential sites being available due to the High Land prices, and by undertaking the survey this would then mean if a need as found that the District Council would have to try to compulsory purchase greenbelt land.  None of this type of land is in a convenient location to the village centre.  With the Swindon development the District Council already owned a large plot in the centre of the village and only needed to buy a 1m strip of a greenbelt field from the local farmer.
There has been major changes to the centre of the village and the Parish Council are currently seeking views on residents thoughts and ideas, to add another survey at this time, it was felt would be too much.  Also the old Lowes Garage site is in the process of being sold for re-development.  If this goes ahead it is a large site in the centre of the village and would alleviate further requirements for additional housing.

In light of all of the above factors, it was proposed by Councillor HH Williams and seconded by Councillor Mrs M Rogers that the offer to conduct a survey on the Council’s behalf is deferred for a further 12 months until the High Street has been completed and more details on the development at Lowes Garages is known.

On a vote this was carried unanimously.
