MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

147.1
Daneford and Jubilee Gardens
The area has been grass seeded and only the planting is outstanding. The sign warning of steep river bank on Daneford has been removed and needs to be replaced.
The tree nearest the senior Citizens Club has died and needs removing. The costs will be circa £500. The Clerk to report the cost for removal to the Finance Committee.

Antisocial Behaviour

It was noted that the Wombourne Police had still not responded to the letter passed to them by the Chief Constable in August concerning the problems in the village, in particular with regard to the KSCA area.
It was Resolved that the Clerk write again to the Chief Constable to ask for an update on this situation as no communication has been received to date from Wombourne.

VILLAGE SQUARE

The proposed plan for the square is attached as appendix 1 to these minutes.
Concern was expressed over the removal of any trees from the area. However, due to the tree roots lifting the proposed block paving, they do need to be removed. Also concern by local residents of the use of the square by youths has been expressed, but it was felt that progress should not be held back because of police related issues.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION


Standing orders were raised to enable members of the public to speak.
Mr C Sadler addressed the Council with his concerns over the removing of trees in the High Street, but after listening to the earlier agenda item, he understood the reasons for their removal.  He also voiced his concerns re the metal fencing around the Legion Site.  
Planning Officers have stated to the Clerk that the fence is a permanent structure. However, the original application was for a post and rail low fence, which would suit the area much better.

It was agreed that the Clerk and Councillor BR Edwards would look into this matter.

A Mr Cox, resident of Kinver expressed his concerns re the new proposed square as he thought it would encourage young people to gather even more in this area.

Councillor Edwards reported on the following items:-
· Jaguar Landrover have agreed to move the production of their new engines to a new Staffordshire Enterprise Zone, and they will be taking on 75% of the site.  The Government were unable to fund a new access directly onto this estate but the County Council have agreed to do this.
· There will be no increase in the Council tax for the County this year and it is very unlikely that there will be at District.

· Due to planning at the District Council they have ensured that they have enough funds to not have to make further redundancies. All of the redundancies to date are voluntary.

· Express and Star are due to run an article on the Highdown Quarry as it is currently in breech of enforcement action.

· The Core Strategy Enquiry will start on the 29th November.
