MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS OF 22ND JUNE 2011
The Minutes of the meeting held on 22nd June 2011 were approved and were signed by the Chairman as a true record of the proceedings at that meeting.

4.
MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING

4.1 Hyde woods 

It was noted that there are still reports of Horse riders using the Marsh Playing Fields and accessing the Hyde Bridlepath from the newly sold woods.  There has been no further news on the application to the County Council to claim an official footpath.  It was requested that the Clerk try to find out the name of the new owners of the wood, pass this to County as it may assist in making this path a permanent right of way.  The Clerk was also asked to find out where the application is in light of it being made a legal footpath.

The Clerk reported that the owner of the woods now lived in Stourbridge, and it was Resolved that the Clerk write to him and invite him to meet the Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Committee to discuss the possibility of a permissive footpath being made through the woods.

4.2 Footpath clearing on red brick path at the side of the Marsh Playing fields.

It was noted that the path had not been treated with weed killer, and was still over grown.  The Clerk stated that she would chase the District Council again, but the way in which they manage these open spaces had changed and it may fall to the KSCA to deal with the clearing of the path.

MEMBERS REPORTS


The following reports were made:-


5.1 New sign post on Jubilee Gardens

The footpath disc of the old sign, needs to be transferred to the new finger post.


5.2 FP20

The 2 stiles have been ordered to replace the damaged ones and the Maintenance Technicians will fit them as soon as they arrive.


5.3 FP19


The 2nd stile in at the Gibbett Lane end of the path need attention.


5.4 FP94

The path has not been reinstated, the Clerk to write to the landowner and ask that they reinstate the path.  Also a further marker is required to show the direction of the path.

5.5 The Coffin trail to the Church needs cutting back.


5.6 Rocky Wall FP84 and FP9


On the marker post it only shows FP9 a further disc should be added to show FP84.

It was noted that the path does not follow the OS line, although the path is much improved, this is to be reported to the County for evidential purposes to be included in the new definitive map.


5.7 Notice-board at the KSCA


The KSCA board has been damaged beyond repair, and the newly placed map has gone.


5.8 FP23

The Maintenance Technicians need to check that the gates open freely with the radar keys, as on one of them it looks like it would be difficult to open.


5.9
The legs of the notice-board by the vine need replacing.

5.10 The Hydelock Notice-board


There appears to be some movement on the back of the above notice-board, the Maintenance Technicians to check the board.


5.11 Regular press release walks.


Cllr DM Wiseman suggested that the Clerk contact the local paper and ask if they would be interested in doing a local feature spot on Kinver walks, and provide them with the walks that Mr Glover had prepared some time ago.


5.12 FP79P


The path either end needs to have a footpath marker post to show where the path is.


5.13 Noticeboards

The Chairman to get prices for encapsulating the information and having them printed on to boards or similar like the Rights of Way maps – This is to be a recommendation to the Finance Committee for its own budget head.  Costings will be required by mid October to be included in the draft budgets for the next Finance meeting.

6.
COMMUNITY PATHS BID 2011/12


Previous minute:-

It had been agreed that if  the Clerk receives an application for the above for 2011/12 before this meeting, that she would submit a request for improving the footpath 23, the end between the 2 kissing gates closest to the Marsh Playing Fields and the end that runs from the last kissing gate through to the edge of the fence on the Hyde Bridlepath.  As the deadline is the 30th April, she brought it to the members to look at before it is sent in.

The estimated cost for stoning the path is £3500.  It was agreed that the Clerk should submit this bid to the County with the costs being shown as a total of £3500 but with the 2 areas identified with their individual costs.
Community Paths grant has been given for the sum of £1000 towards the cost of gravelling the paths.  This is a 1/6 of there total CPI bid fund.  It was agreed that the Clerk in the first instance would ask the Maintenance Technicians to clear the dirt back from the path (the end closest to the Marsh Playing field) to expose as much as possible of the gravel path that exists already.  She should then look at getting the best value for money for the relaying of the path up to a cost of £1000.
The path still is waiting to be cleared by the Technicians, and the County have yet to formally confirm the grant offer.  When the offer is confirmed the Technicians will start to clear the path and see how much gravel / hardcore is required there.

New project ideas were raised:-


Possible new path through the Iron Works site – land owned bt Marshes.
Additional Information pages to match what is already in the boards 4 x pieces required – The Clerk to ask Dr Collins if he can prepare anything else.



Possible new permissive path on Severn Trent Land from the A458 to Gibbett Woods / Lane.
