REPORT OF THE ACTING RETURNING OFFICER ON POLLING DISTRICTS
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AND POLLING PLACES REVIEW 2007

Summary of Report

This report sets out the Acting Returning Officer’s formal review of his
polling districts and polling places as required under the Electoral
Administration Act 2006 (EEA 2006). For completeness, the polling
districts and places that come under the ARQO’s responsibilities for Stafford
and Cannock Chase respectively are included, so covering the whole of
the District of South Staffordshire.

The Council is formally recommended to accept the draft scheme, as
shown in Appendix 1.

Background

It is the designated Acting Returning Officer for the South Staffordshire
Constituency to carry out this review of his polling districts and polling
places. The Constituency is divided in to polling districts, which in turn
represents part of an electoral area, which then has an allocated polling
station for voting purposes. The ARO has a duty to continually review his
polling stations to ensure they are fit for purpose and as far as reasonably
practicable are accessible for all electors and he must have regard to the
needs of the disabled.

Polling stations are visited at each election by the (Acting) Returning
Officer and his staff to ensure they continue to be suitable and feedback is
received and acted upon from polling staff and politicians alike.

The EAA 2006 requires that the ARO formally designate the polling place
as opposed to what most Councils do i.e. designate the District as the
place by default so the polling station can be changed as the situation
dictates.

A wide range of stakeholders where consulted and all consultees have
been written to and their comments included in the scheme as
appropriate. Public notice within the Constituency and also on the
Council’s website were also undertaken. Three local disability groups
were contacted, these being the Disability Solutions based in Hanley, the
Wolverhampton Centre for the Deaf and the Beacon Centre for the Blind,
based in Wolverhampton. No comments were received from the public or
from the disability groups consulted. However, the Elections staff
continue to bear all disabilities in mind in all services provided such as
communications, correspondence and access to buildings and will continue
to monitor the suitability of venues and will purchase any mobile access
ramps as necessary and change the station within the polling place as
necessary.
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Unfortunately in a rural district there is not always a ready availability of
suitable buildings to use for polling purposes and when there is a suitable
building it is not always in the best location. Very much a last resort is
using a mobile polling station such as on a pub car park. The reason
avoiding this temporary accommodation is due to the high hire cost,
issues of security, lack of facilities for polling staff, etc.
